Dr. Bohling, a soft tissue
specialist did a thorough
exam and concluded
Beaker may need surgery,
but not until he has
grown. His nostrils are
too small for the scope
and fiber optics that
would be needed to be
used to reconstruct his
nasal passage. But, the
doctor also stated that

and he may not need quite

the meantime he is to
stay on his medicine eve-
ry day for the next 6
months. We will then
bring him back to see
what the doc thinks.
